SHOE POLISH TRICK 

Elmer Jacobs and Larry Fox revealed 

their trick for accenting the live edge of 

some of their piecesðbrown shoe pol-

ish.  By applying it just to the live edge 

of the piece after turning, you can effec-

tually make the piece look older than it 

really is.  They use a liquid shoe polish 

that comes in a bottle with a sponge ap-

plicator tip to highlight the edge and 

really make the piece look a whole lot 

better.  Just be sure to finish the inside 

and outsides of the piece that lead up to 

the actual live edge before applying the
