I am sure that all of you who were there would agree with me that 
Trent’s demo last month was a good one.  Lots of good information on de-
sign was presented and he always seems to make hollowing out a form 
look simple. I do find that after every time I have seen Trent demo though, I 
find myself with an odd desire to go visit Harbor Freight. 

In my mind, it doesn’t matter whether the presenter is a profes-
sional turner or not – a good demonstration is both educational and enter-
taining. However, I have found in my own experience that the best way to 
learn something is to teach it. So I am encouraging all of you that have 
never done this before to give it a try. Maybe you feel confident enough in 
your skills that you want to jump right in and do a demo for the club? Great! 
Talk to Dennis and let him know. However, what about those of you who 
don’t want to get up in front of a large group for the first time? My sugges-
tion is to start smaller - smaller both in terms of the size of the group as 
well as their height. Demonstrate for kids. 

Kids are everywhere and love to learn. Teach your own kids, or 
you grandchildren. Open the shop door and let the neighborhood kids 
watch as you work and then take the time to explain what you are doing. 
Don’t have children you can easily borrow? Talk to your local Boy Scout 
group and see if you can put on a demo for them. For that matter, volun-
teer to be a woodworking merit badge counselor. Or offer to demonstrate 
for your local church youth group. 

Just remember that when demonstrating for kids, keep the project 
you are turning simple and short. Turn something that you can hand the 
results of out to spectators. Interact with your audience. Talk to them and 
let them answer questions. Most of all, have fun. You may be planting the 
seeds of interest for a future woodturner and you will definitely be expand-
ing your own skills.
