Juergen, who is one of our
Club mentors, brought both
skill and energy to the dem-
onstration of turning eccen-
tric goblets.

For those of us who have
tried this type of turning,
Juergen explained the steps
needed to keep the
transitions lined up.

The first principle is
to visualize the fin-
ished goblet fitting
inside a tube. The
diameter of this
imaginary tube tells
you how far you
can move the axis
off-center without
cutting through it
on the next step.
(tube in red)

The next requirement is to
keep reference
points. The base and
the cup need to be
turned on the same
axis, so you must
have a way to come
back to it.

In the YouTube vid-
eos, the turners
mount square stock
in the chuck, and
then tilt the square
mounting section to
achieve the alternate
axes. Juergen has
experimented with
turning an egg shape mount-
ing section, and then marking
the circles created by the
chuck jaws as a reference
point. The main thing is to
find something that will work
for you and your mounting
system.

You hollow the cup first, re-
mount, and turn the first off-
set cove:

The offset becomes more
visible when you remount
and turn the base of that

cove on the second offset.
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Turn as many offsets as you
prefer, keeping the nodes in-
side the imaginary tube of
the finished goblet.

Finish sanding each section as
you proceed, since you can-
not come back once you
change the axis!

For turning the base, you
must return to the original
axis of the cup so that only
the stem varies off-center.
The rim of the cup and the
base must be parallel.

The four goblets show a va-
riety of offsets, coves, beads,
and different proportions.
And, there were no fancy off-
set chucks needed.
