Ed showed us traditional cork-based bottle
stoppers, including a new cork that does not show
the drilling on the bottom surface. But, in general,
buyers vastly prefer the metal bases, which are
somewhat heavier, allowing them to balance
larger tops more successfully. The stainless steel
stopper ig available from only source in the US.

And, don't forget an eye-catching merchandiser for
your gallery or merchant to present the wares.

Ed provided a thorough and
provocative demonstration
at the March meeting,
starting with the lowly
bottle stopper, and topping
it off with the revelation that
consignment sales can
really work!

The holding system for
bottle stopper tops may
seam obvious to pen-
turnars, but not for the
Bowl-makers.

Ed uses a threaded
mandrad that matches the
thraads of the matal base.

This allows you to turn

right down to the edee that

maets the stopper with a
nice clean cut.

Ed alzo manufactures his
own poly resin blanks (for
both bottle stoppers and
pens) with color or special
little 'do-dads' embedded in
the casting. Of course, he
provided an exhaustive
materials list.

Don't worry if you missed
it--there is probably a DVD
in the works.

A special treat with this
demonstration was the
lively discussion of
consignment sales. Contrary
to the conventional wizsdom,
this hag proven to be the
way that Ed has paid for the
tools and supplies for his
woodshop.
